Put the Fire Back in Our Souls: “Then | said, I will not make mention of him, nor speak any morein his
name. But hisword wasin mine heart as a burning fire shut upin my bones, and | wasweary with forbearing,
and | could not stay” (Jeremiah 20:9). As Christians we must create a desire and willingnessto serve. God
wants a serving and an evangelistic church.

Put Faith Back In Our Savior: “I said therefore unto you, that ye shall diein your sins: for if ye believe not
that | am he, yeshall diein your sins’ (John 8:24). We must not place our faith in our programs or one another,
but in Christ. Programsfail; people let us down, but Christ will never fail us.

Put TheFault and BlameBack In OurselvesAnd Not I n Excuses: “ Let no man say when heistempted, | am
tempted of God: for God cannot be tempted with evil, neither tempteth he any man: But every man istempted,
when heisdrawn away of hisown lust, and enticed. Then when lust hath conceived, it bringeth forth sin: and
sin, when it isfinished, bringeth forth death” (James 1:13-15). Just like Adam of old it’s easier to blame
someone else instead of admitting our own weaknesses. Comedian Flip Wilson used to say, “ The Devil made
medoit.” Remember though, | didn’t have to let him.

Put The FunBack Into Our Service: “RejoiceinthelLordalway: andagain | say, Rejoice” (Philippians4:4).
Sharing the Lord and His message with others can bring great joy into our hearts. So can Christian fellowship.
Unlessyou'vetried it, you can't imaginethe joy you'll find in serving othersand seeing the good it does in their
lives.

These are merely illustrations of other things we might pray about which will broaden the scope of our praying

and of our spirituality. We must remember, however, that God doesn’t force these changes in our attitude upon us. We
must be willing to allow such changesto take place. We must “ grow in grace and in the knowledge of our Lord and
Savior Jesus Christ” (11 Peter 3:18).
